What is Eucharistic Adoration?
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Understood simply, Eucharistic Adoration is adoring or honoring the Eucharistic Presence of Christ. In a deeper
sense, it involves "the contemplation of the Mystery of Christ truly present before us". During Eucharistic Adoration, we
may "watch and wait", we may remain "silent" in His Presence and open ourselves to His graces which flow from the
Eucharist . By worshiping the Eucharistic Jesus, we become what God wants us to be! Like a magnet, The Lord draws us to
Himself and gently transforms us.

We may also lift our voices in song to worship and praise Jesus as we are surrounded by His holy presence. We
may pray using different gestures and postures- open hands, outstretched arms, kneeling, laying prostrate, whatever helps
us to show our awe and deep and profound respect. Through our adoration, Jesus calls us to a personal relationship (to
become His friends and disciples), to “remain in Him” (Divine Intimacy), to “remain in His love” (Keep His
commandments). He promises that all those who remain tightly bonded to Him, will bear much fruit and “their joy will be
complete”. For without Him, we can do nothing. Through this “friendship”, we are inspired and strengthened to take on
life’s challenges, to carry our daily cross with a new attitude, to become a “new creation” (more and more like Jesus). In its

fullest essence ... Eucharistic Adoration is “God and Man reaching out for each other, at the same time!”

In addition to our weekly Adoration in the Raphael Center Chapel (10 am on Fridays through 4pm
on Saturdays), you are invited to join us for a special form of Adoration called a Festival of Praise (FOP).
This form of Adoration includes praise and worship music, times of silence, opportunity for spoken
prayer, and sacred readings. The FOPs are open to all so please bring your children, your parents, your
siblings, friends and neighbors. Jesus is waiting for you to come!
